5. To give regular financial
support to the Church, with the
biblical tithe as the minimum
standard of giving;

6. To practice forgiveness daily
according to our Lord’s
teaching;

It shall be the duty of every

member of the Church:

7. To receive worthily the
Sacrament of Holy Communion
as often as reasonable;

8. To observe the feasts and fasts
of the Church set forth in the
Anglican formularies;

It shall be the duty of every

member of the Church:

9. To continue his or her
instruction in the Faith so as to
remain an effective minister
for the Lord Jesus Christ;



Concerning Duties of the Laity

It shall be the duty of every

member of the Church:

10. To devote themselves to the
ministry of Christ among those
who do not know Him, utilizing
the gifts that the Holy Spirit
gives them, for the effective
extension of Christ’s Kingdom.
